National Nutrition Month

March is National Nutrition Month and an op-
portunity to think about certain foods that may help to
strengthen the immune system. Consider the following
foods and plan your meals to include these powerful
immune system boosters. Citrus fruits are high in vita-
min C known to increase the production of white blood
cells. The body does not produce or store vitamin C so
a daily intake of vitamin C is important. Red bell pep-
pers contain twice as much vitamin C as citrus fruits.
Broccoli is packed with vitamins A, C and E and other
antioxidants and fiber. Spinach is rich in vitamin C, has
numerous antioxidants and beta carotene. Yogurt con-
tains “live and active” cultures that may stimulate the
immune system to help fight diseases and is a great
source of vitamin D that helps regulate the immune sys-
tem. Almonds are rich in vitamin E, a key to a healthy
immune system. Other foods rich in vitamin E are sun-
flower seeds, avocados and dark leafy greens. Green tea
is packed with flavonoids, a type of antioxidant. Papaya
and kiwi are sources of vitamin C. Chicken soup helps
improve symptoms of a cold and may help protect you
from getting sick.
