especially your children.

•	 God reveals himself to us through creation, in 
a unique way in Word in Sacred Scripture and 
Sacred Tradition, and most especially through his 
Son, Jesus Christ. 

•	 We also come to know God through the many 
personal and communal experiences we have. 

•	 As we continue to respond to God in faith, we 
grow in a deeper and more intimate relationship 
with him. 

•	 Continued study, prayer, and reflection with 
Scripture help us to understand and apply God’s 
word to our lives.

Make a commitment to each other to look for 
God everywhere this month, and to share your 
discoveries.
