Respect life month calls us to work to eradicate
the conditions that prevent our brothers and sisters from realizing
their full human potential. The mystery of human life is that we,
every one of us, are precious to God even as we are weak and sin-
ful. Pope Francis reminds us that God never stops loving us. And at
our least sign of remorse, never tires of forgiving us. Let us pray
that we all may open our hearts more fully to the gift of life and
dignity in each and every person!
